The lists are based on the full paper strength of the formations.

I’d welcome any advice that could assist in filling the gap between paper strength and reality.

Regular Infantry Division

This is a fairly typical triangular infantry division of the period.

There were 30 infantry divisions numbered 1 – 30. Divisions 21 and 22 contained mountain infantry regiments.

AT defence is provided by 37mm AT companies at division and regimental level, each infantry platoon also carried an anti tank rifle.

Squad size is listed as 18 men with a 14 man HQ/mortar group for platoon size of 68. This may justify addition of a strength point for large battalions.

Artillery is 24 75mm guns and 12 100mm howitzers with 3 each of 105mm guns and 155mm howitzers as heavy artillery support.

1. 3 companies of engineers but only one motorized. Engineering value may be reduced to 1

2. Regiments of 3 battalions, large establishment, so some may rate strength 5 (+1 for large battalions) if full establishment. AT = 1, there is a decent allocation of ATR and 37mm AT for this early point in the war. HE = 0, only 2 mortars are assigned per battalion.

3. 24x75mm guns and 12x100mm Howitzer. Rated a 3 by including in the 3x105mm guns and 3x155mm heavy artillery for a total of 42 tubes.

4. AT company was usually not present (Ref. Website notes). 

5. Division had 2 recon’ companies, 1 horsed and one on bicycles. They are combined here into a very weak battalion, chose your mode of transport from horse or bicycle. May be omitted in some cases.

Reserve Infantry Division

There were 9 reserve infantry divisions, though website notes suggest that 2 were only partially mobilised.

Paper Organisation looks similar to the Regulars, but without the Anti Tank Companies and Heavy Artillery.

1. 3 companies of engineers but only one motorized. Engineering value may be reduced to 1.

2. Regiments of 3 battalions, strength may be reduced to 3 to represent lower quality troops, and poorer equipment. AT = 0 since reserves lack a regimental ATG company. HE = 0, only 2 mortars are assigned per battalion.

3. 24x75mm guns and 12x100mm howitzers. A total of 36 tubes.

4. Division had 2 recon’ companies, 1 horsed and one on bicycles. They are combined here into a very weak battalion, chose your mode of transport, horse or bicycle. May not be present in half the divisions.

Cavalry Brigade

Tales of dash and courage make this a favourite arm of the Polish army.

There were 13 cavalry brigades. Seven fielded three regiments and four fielded four regiments.

Artillery consisted of four 75mm guns per regiment present.

A Battalion of tankettes provided some armour support

5 brigades had an infantry battalion attached.

The Cavalry Regiment was approximately the same size as in infantry battalion, so the cavalry brigade is similar in strength to a strong infantry regiment.

2 possible organisations are presented for use in Assault Gun.

The first masses the cavalry into a strong regiment. This might best represent the cavalry deployed for shock action or combat.

The second disperses the cavalry as several battalions, each taking one artillery troop. This better represents cavalry deployed for screening, or parcelled out to support infantry divisions.

1. 1 company of engineers.

2. 3 or 4 regiments giving strength 4 or 5, may consider increasing strength by one to reflect the élan of the Polish cavalry. AT = 1, reflecting a good allocation of 37mm anti tank guns and AT rifles. 

3. One battalion of infantry, similar to that in an infantry division, but without anti tank guns, hence the AT rating of zero. Present in only 5 of the 13 cavalry brigades.

4. 12 or 16 x 75mm guns depending on number of regiments in the brigade.

5. A full strength tank battalion would field 13 tankettes and 7 armoured cars. Initiative 4 is for the TKS with 20mm gun (Only 24 built), 3 for the standard TKS and TK3, which were armed with machineguns.

2. Alternative of individual cavalry regiments as battalion size units. This might better represent a cavalry screen, or allow re-assignment to infantry divisions. HE Strength has been raised to 1 to represent a troop of 4 75mm cavalry guns detached from the brigade artillery.

3. This 4th battalion is only present where the cavalry brigade has 4 regiments.

4. One battalion of infantry, similar to that in an infantry division, but without anti tank guns, hence the AT rating of zero. Present in only 5 of the 13 cavalry brigades.

5. A full strength tank battalion would field 13 tankettes and 7 armoured cars. Initiative 4 is for the TKS with 20mm gun (Only 24 built), 3 for the standard TKS and TK3, which were armed with machineguns.
